Clothes:
-Wool/fleece hat
-Warm coat (not down)

-3 sweater/shirt layers (wool or polypropylene)
-2 paints (wool or fleece-NO jeans or sweatpants)
-3 pairs of warm socks
-Long underwear (polyester, polypropylene
-Gloves/mittens
-Boots or heavy shoes
Other Gear:
-Backpack to carry all belongings for the weekend
-Flashlight or headlamp (bring extra batteries)
-First Aid Kit (bring only what you know how to use)
-Matches (waterproof or in waterproof container)
-3 small candles
-Whistle on a cord for your neck (IMPORTANT!!)
-Insulated closed-cell sleeping pad
-Sleeping bag (synthetic is best)
-Toiletry kit
-Eating utensils (spoon, bowl and cup)
-Pocket knife (blade must close)
-Water bottle (filled)
-3 large garbage bags (the heavy-duty construction bags work best)
-Rope, cord or twine (1/4 inch thick or less, 50-100 feet long)
-Toilet paper (wrap in plastic)
DO NOT BRING:
-Any electronic devices- iPods, digital cameras, radios, etc.

-Weapons,  sheath knives, axes
-Drugs, alcohol or any illegal substances
